Mrs. Brown was the 
virtue speaker and did a wonderful lesson on the virtue of Work. 
 
Mrs. Brown began her lesson by discussing the importance of work by first showing that God 
did many works such as the “work of creation” to create the entire universe and Jesus’ “work of 
salvation” which opened the gates of heaven for us.  All of these works by God were done for 
love.  She discussed the various types of works that parents do such as teaching, computers, 
being a mother or father, etc and showed how parents work to provide for the family. Parents 
work for love of the family. She then explained that all of us are called to participate in God’s 
work, even though God does not need us, but wants us to be his hands, legs and voice to help 
others.  This participation in God’s work demonstrates our love for God through loving and 
serving others.  St. Joseph is a great example of participating in God’s work by silently working 
as a carpenter, step-father, and husband to provide for the Holy Family and thus participating in 
Jesus’ “work of salvation”.  As St. Paul says in Colossians 3:23 “Whatever your task, work 
heartily, as serving the Lord and not men.” 
 
The boys had to “work” as 
a team to build a church with a cross.  The boys had a great time building and re-building the 
church.
