Dear Parents,

The Aftercare Program will begin on Tuesday, September 6", which is the day AFTER LABOR
DAY. In order for your child to attend, we MUST have emergency forms filled out prior to the
first day of the program. Therefore, we are asking all families (not just those that use this
program on a regular basis) to fill out the following forms, so that we can keep them on file in
the Library. Then, if you need to use the “Aftercare” Program, we will have the required
information on hand.

Those families that use the club on a regular basis may also want to add other adults to the
emergency form who may be picking up their children. If your child is going to an after school
activity, club, or for extra help first, and then coming to Aftercare, please send in a note stating
this.

The hours for the program is 3:00-5:30 pm

Your child will need to bring a snack/drink for the afternoon. Please try to choose a peanut free snack,
as we do have students with mild to severe peanut allergies that attend Aftercare. Your child may also
bring a change of clothes for playing outside. The activity schedule is as follows:

3:00- 3:30 Relax, have their snack, and change clothes
3:30-? Homework (varies according to grade and age) inside play
4:30-5:30 Outdoor playground/computers/crafts/free gym time

As in previous years, Friday will be movie day with popcorn/treat. If you have any G-rated movies you
would like to share, please bring them in. This is a flexible schedule and will be open to change when
necessary.

If you are picking up your child before 5:00, you will need to find us on the playground, in the library or in
the gym. A “location” card will be posted on the outside library door. If you are picking up your child
after 5:00, we will most likely be in the upper gym, or if weather permits, outside on the playground. Any
change to the list of persons allowed to pick up your child MUST be in writing!

PLEASE NOTE: There will NOT be Aftercare on early closings for inclement weather or for
early dismissals the day before a vacation or holiday.
